Report from Chief of Police, Ernest Millsap
Chief Millsap reports on the following:
· Received a letter from Larry's Ideal Towing stating that on April 9, 2014, Mr. Russell Hokstra, senior auditor-division of operations-special audit section-department of police, visited our office.  He was there from 9:00 am until 12:30 pm auditing the procedures and documents for abandoned vehicles.  The findings show Larry's Ideal is 100% in compliance with no violations.

· Hodgkins Police Department will be conducting the annual Safety Day at Hodgkins School April 17, 2014.

· Police Officers and ESDA personnel will be attending the Dia Del Nino event at Lenzi Avenue Park on April 26, 2014.  The annual fair for the children in the area is sponsored by the NAG and the neighborhood active group.  Last year over 200 children attended the fair.

· Police intern, Kyle Hopp, worked his last day of a 12-week intern program on April 11, 2014.  Kyle did a great job and he told us he enjoyed working at the Police Department and is now applying for a police job in the area.  Chief Millsap thanks Lt. Ceplecha for coordinating the internship.

Report from Superintendent of Public Works, Jack Scott
· There is a reseeding of parkways torn up by the snow plowing during the harsh winter that project now underway.
· There will be a replacement of seven trees that have been attacked by the ash bores along 63rd Street.
· Met  with Mr. Mike Fiala regarding the purchase of Parkview Mobile Home Park.  There is some difficulty placing their meter and their backflow preventer in the same vault.  They will be using two vaults, one for the meter andd one for the backflow.

Report From Building Inspector, Tim Kovel
· Mr. Kovel reports on the progress of the Park Building renovations.

· The inspection went well.  They appear to be right on schedule, except for the one month delay encountered.

· UPS is ongoing and going well.
Report From Code/Life Safety Officer, Dan Tholotowsky
Mr. Tholotowsky reports that on March 31, 2014, the Building Department discovered some stair repair on the East balcony of a building unbeknownst to the Code Enforcement Officers.  There were no permit issued for this project and the stairs have already been completely removed, except for two risers.  The work was stopped and the workers were informed they needed a permit.  There have been no permits issued as of today.  There have been citations issued by the Police Department with a court date of May 1st.
Plumbing inspections and follow-up are ongoing in the Lenzi Apartments and Valley Oaks.
