Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the regular Board Meeting on April 14, 2014, as recorded by the Village Clerk.  Motion to approve by Mr. Cuttill.  Second by Mr. Rice.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None. 
Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to file for audit the finance statement for March 2014.  Motion to approve by Mrs. Moxley.  Second by Mr. Struve.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None.
Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to approve the payment of bills for the month of April.  Motion to approve by Mr. Struve.  Second by Mr. Rhodes.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None.

Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to approve/deny Water Easement with ComEd Regarding River Road Project. Mr. O'Connell states that Engineer Cainkar has worked out an arrangement with ComEd whereby we would use River Road portion of property that borders ComEd's property along River Road.  A request has been made to have a concession in terms of the $22,000 that ComEd is suggesting that the Village should have to pay because it is on the ComEd property.  It is unique because the road is maintained by the Village of Hodgkins, but nevertheless is actually owned by ComEd. So, the request is that the contract proposed by ComEd be approved by the Board with the concession that Mr. O'Connell would try and reduce or, eliminate the $22,000 payment to ComEd.  Motion to approve by Mr. Struve.  Second by Mrs. Moxley.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None.
Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to approve/deny Ordinance #14-06 Establishing Procedure for Sale of Surplus Real Estate Located at 6500 Chester Avenue, Hodgkins, IL and Authorizing Sale of Surplus Real Estate Located at 6500 Chester Avenue, Hodgkins, IL.  Mr. Callahan states the there have been two sealed bids received and opened at the Village Hall with both parties present on April 2, 2014.  Mr. Ryan Wells bid an amount of $51,010.  Mr. Robert V. Millsap bid an amount of $51,019.62.  Mr. Millsap's $51,o19.62 represents the high bid and therefore it is the recommendation that the Board approves the bid.  Motion to approve by Mr. Rice.  Second by Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None.
Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to approve/deny Amendment to Redevelopment Agreement with Ben Shipper.  Mr. O'Connell states that in March of this year we approved the redevelopment agreement with Mr. Ben Shipper who is to develop the property that was the old Albie's Hilltop.  Subsequent discussion with Mr. Shipper's attorney who has requested several amendments.  Mr. O'Connell's proposal to the Board is that the property is broken into two phases.  Phase 1 is the property that was the old Albie's approximately 1.4 acres.  Mr. Shipper has begun his construction of  Ben's Rental facility.  It is a 12,000 to 15,000 square foot building which will house, not just Ben's Rental, but also have a repair facility in the back and a section to rent as office space.  Phase 2 incorporated the Mance Tavern property and part of the Ainscoft property, both of which have been acquired by the Village.  The attorney for Mr. Shipper has requested an option for phase 2.  Instead of an automatic transference to Mr. Shipper for phase 2 at a cost of $500,000, there is a request that thee be an option to acquire phase 2, presumably that they will be able to find a user for phase 2.  This has been discussed by the mayor and some trustees.  The option would be 12 months from the period of time in which they complete phase 1.  Following that, there would be a three month period of time where there would be a right of first refusal if we were to find a user for the phase 2 property.  Mr. Shipper would have three months to match or exceed the offer.  These are the amendments offered in the redevelopment agreement.  Motion to approve by Mr. Kringlie.  Second by Mr. Rice.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None.
Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to approve/deny Purchase of New Pumps for Lenzi Avenue Pump Station.  Mr. Kringlie states that this is something that has occurred in the past couple of weeks.  Superintendent Scott has been working on the pricing. A bid was received today for $158,000.  It allows us to upgrade the pump system at the Lenzi Avenue pumping station.  It is anticipated that the water usage will increase this fall.  Additionally, there is hope that the Continental Bakery facility will again be operational, which will require large amounts of water.  Motion to approve by Mr. Rhodes.  Second by Mr. Struve.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None.

Mr. Cummings asked for a motion to approve/deny 2014-2015 MICA Renewal in the Amount of $181,899.00.  Mrs. Moxley states that this is an annual expenditure for insurance.  Motion to approve by Mrs. Moxley.  Second by Mr. Cuttill.  Voting Aye: Mr. Cuttill, Mrs. Moxley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Struve, Mr. Rhodes and Mr. Kringlie.  Voting Nay: None.
