Report From Building Inspector, Tim Kovel

Mr. Kovel states there will be a meeting with engineering firm Raths, Raths and Johnson concerning structural integrity issues on some Lenzi Avenue apartments.
Meetings are scheduled with building owners in the middle of the month.

There is an issue with an annual building party.  The question is the safety of the residents of the building because of some scaffolding on the building.  Mr. Kovel indicates that it would not be a safe environment for such a party and suggests that the prospective partiers contact the Park District for a picnic permit at the Lenzi Park for their picnic.
